10. Meetings of District Advisory Committee on Youth Programmes (DACYP)

This activity by itself is not a youth programme but is one of the most imperative for the field
functionaries to ensure proper programme planning, coordination, implementation, transparency
and  monitoring for effective
functioning of district NYKs with
expected outcomes. It also aimed at
minimizing the missing link between
the District Administration, if any and
NYK for undertaking coordination
programmes and mobilization of
resources for youth development and
empowerment. In order to render

more services to the youth, NYK at

district level develops linkages with
the district administration, district authority, eminent social workers and youth leaders, for guidance and

facilitation.

The District Advisory Committee on Youth Programmes (DACYP) is formed in each district by the NYK
to achieve the desired synergy and coordination of the kind mentioned above. It is mandatory to hold
DACYP meetings twice in a year (2"& 4" quarter) for which the initiative is taken by its member secretary,
i.e. District Youth Coordinator of NYK. District Collector/ District Magistrate chairs the meeting and other

development officers in the district attend the meeting by the order of the Chairperson. .

Similarly, a State Advisory Committee on Youth Programmes (SACYP) has been constituted in each
State. SACYP is chaired by Hon’ble Youth Minister of the State and it meets twice in a year. Rs. 2,000/-
@ Rs. 1,000/- and Rs. 3,000/- @Rs.1,500/- were given to each of 623 district NYKs and 29 Zonal Offices,
respectively for arranging minimum meetings.

1. Nationwide Launching of National Youth Policy 2014 and Rajiv Gandhi
Khel Abhiyan Scheme

Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan organised Nationwide Launching function of National Youth Policy 2014
and Rajiv Gandhi Khel Abhiyan Scheme on 21.02.2014, 24.02.2014 and 26.02.2014 as per instructions of
Department of Youth Affairs, Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, Govt. of India.

The objective of the function was to create awareness about the path breaking initiative of Ministry
of Youth Affairs and Sports on National Youth Policy 2014 and Rajiv Gandhi Khel Abhiyan. The launching
function was organized in 560 district NYKS throughout the country out of 623 district NYKs.

In each of the 560 district NYKS, functions were organised with participation of NYKS Youth Clubs
Members, NCC cadets, NSSmembers and other youth including National Youth Corps Volunteers. The
total number of participants in the function was 3,74,543 which included 2,39,568 male and 1,34,975
female participants.

Shri Pranab Mukherjee, Hon’ble President of India conferred the first National Award for Outstanding
Services in the field of Prevention of Alcoholism and Substance (Drug) Abuse, 2013 to Nehru Yuva Kendra,
Thoubal (Manipur) in the category of Best Awareness Campaign at Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi on 26™"
June, 2013 on the occasion of International Day Against Drug Abuse on lllicit Trafficking. Ms. Kumari
Selja, Hon’ble Union Minister of Social Justice and Empowerment and Shri Manikrao H. Gavit, Hon’ble
Minister of State for Social Justice and Empowerment, were also present on the occasion.

The Award carried a citation, a memento and a cash award of Rs. 4,00,000/. ShriY. Lakshman Singh,
DYC, NYK, Thoubal received the Award from the Hon’ble President of India.

Shri Amardeep Singh Cheema, Vice Chairperson, officers and staff of Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan
along with 50 Youth Volunteers also participated in the National Award Function.

Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan (NYKS) implemented a yearlong pilot project, entitled “Awareness
and Education for the Prevention of Drug Abuse & Alcoholism”, with the financial support of Ministry of
Social Justice & Empowerment (MoSJ&E). The project was implemented in 3000 villages under 75 Blocks
of 10 districts in Punjab and 750 villages under 25 Blocks in 7 districts in Manipur.

The project specifically focused on adolescents and youth, high risk and vulnerable groups as well
as their family and community members on one hand and mobilized support and partnership of variety
of stakeholders viz. village based NYKS youth clubs, women groups, gram panchayats, local political and
religious leaders, village influencers and service providers on the other hand, for addressing drugs and
alcohol dependency, collectively.
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The principle objective of the project was to generate awareness, educate target audiences and

stakeholders about the consequences and impact of alcohol and drug dependency and methods of
prevention as well as need of professional help to treat dependency to lead a healthy and meaningful life.

Considering and recognising the efforts of Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan, Ministry of Social Justice
and Empowerment, Govt. of India selected Nehru Yuva Kendra, Thoubal (Manipur) for the best Awareness
Campaign Award for initiating various awareness programmes in 60 selected villages, peer education
programmes and drug addiction camps with the support of Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment.
It was stated that the Kendra had set an exemplary precedent of exceptional responsibility for mobilising
almost all stake holders on the alarming concern rising out of drug abuse in the eastern most corner of
India.

The focus of the Kendra was to create a new social order free from the dangerous temptation of
intoxication, drug abuse and violation of human virtues. Their commendable performances included
organising District Level Conventions, Cluster Level Youth Leaders Training Programme for boys and girls,
15 days Drug De-Addiction Camps holding review meetings in different places in 60 villages. Equally
significant was ensuring the involvement and participation of 17 Non-Governmental Organisations,
70 Youth Clubs, 50 Mahila Mandals, Members of Zilla Parishad and Gram Panchayats, Ward Members,
Doctors and ASHAs during sensitization programmes on the historical necessity for eradication of drug-
terrorism in the State. The wall poster campaigns, symposia and debating competitions in the schools
and colleges in the remote villages against so many odds, went a long way in moulding the character of
younger generation towards a better future.

4. Collaboration with Tata Consultancy Services (TCS) on Employability
Training and Skill Enhancement Programme for Youth

On the initiation of Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, Govt. of India, Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan
implemented Affirmative Action Programme in collaboration with Tata Consultancy Services (TCS) for
Youth in Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu, West Bengal, Gujarat, Uttar Pradesh and Rajasthan under Corporate
Social Responsibility of Tata Consultancy Services (TCS).

First batch of Affirmative Action
Programme Training in collaboration with
TCS was completed by NYKS in the states
of in Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu, West
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Bengal, Gujarat and Uttar Pradesh in which a total of 346 candidates were given 18 days training on

Employability Skills by TCS Trainers in 9 training programmes conducted during the period.

Approximately 11.74% of trained candidates got entry level employment in TCS after this first batch
of training programme.

5. Providing Sewing Machines to the trainees of SUTP from MPLADS in
Nizamabad

Hon’ble Member of Parliament (Lok Sabha) Nizamabad sanctioned Rs.2.00 Lakhs from MPLADS for
providing Sewing Machines to the trainees of Skill Up Gradation Training Centers in cutting and tailoring
trade organized by Nehru Yuva Kendra, Nizamabad, Andhra Pradesh for Minority Women.

6. Massive Plantation Drive

In order to observe 25" Anniversary of Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan, a massive Tree Plantation Drive
was undertaken across the country. The Plantation Drive was undertaken on voluntary basis between
15™ August (Independence Day) to 20™ August, 2013 (Rajiv Gandhi’s Birthday observed as Sadbhavana
Diwas).

The purpose of this campaign was to sensitize and encourage the public in general and youth in
particular, to take concrete action towards mitigating the effects of the climate change, to bring about
behavioral change to fight the hazards of the climate-change and environmental degradation and also
to motivate people about simple steps which they can take in their routine life as a duty to save earth.

The idea was to involve village based NYKS Youth Clubs and Mahila Mandals to plant trees of different
varietiesat individual residences/ farms and public places like schools, road sides, along canals, ponds,
parks, religious places, etc. Youth Clubs/ Mahila Mandals were made responsible for nurturing the plants
and ensure their survival.

In order to make the campaign successful, Secretary (Youth Affairs), Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports,
Govt. of India wrote a letter to all Chief Secretaries of State Govt. and UT Administrations to provide
required number of plants free of cost to Youth Clubs/ Mahila Mandals and official representatives of
district Nehru Yuva Kendras. The Zonal Directors followed up the matter with the office of the Chief
Secretary and District Youth Coordinators also contacted with their DM/DC and DFO Offices in their
respective districts and mobilized saplings free of cost.

During this Campaign, District Youth Coordinators worked on environmental issues in their districts
by briefing media, contacting Youth Clubs and motivating them to participate in such a big and important
campaign. Informal meetings were also convened with Panchayat Leaders for making this campaign
successful.

Under this plantation drive, 54,79,574 saplings of different species were planted across the country
through the network of youth clubs. During the Campaign, the volunteers had taken a pledge to save
the environment.
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SCHEMES OF MINISTRY OF YOUTH AFFAIRS & SPORTS

1. National Youth Corps

The Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports has introduced scheme called National Youth Corps during
2010-11, after modifying the earliest schemes of NSVS (1977-78) and RSY (2005).

The main objective of NYC scheme are ...
* To setup a group of disciplined and dedicated youth who have the inclination and spirit to engage
in the task of nation building.
* To facilitate the realization of inclusive growth (both social and economic)
e To act as points for dissemination of information, basic knowledge in the community
e To act as group modulators and peer group educators

* To act as role models for the younger cohort especially towards enhancement of public ethics,
probity and dignity of labour.

As per the provision of the scheme, a total of 12,000 volunteers in 623 districts are being deployed
every year. Volunteers in the age group of 18-25 were deployed for maximum period of 2 year duration
only. Each volunteer is being paid Rs. 2,500/- as monthly honorarium.

During the year a total of 10538 volunteers were deployed across the country. Newly deployed
volunteers were provided 10 days induction training and extended volunteers have been provided 5 days
refresherp training.

Volunteers are taking up the task of motivating and revitalization Youth clubs and Mahila Mandals

in the village/ community level.

During the period 1% April 2013 to 31 March 2014, 94 National Integration camp were organized
across the country. Out of these 31 camps were organized in capital cities with 250 participants in each
camp and 63 non-capital cities with 150 participants in each camp. 17,200 youth participated in all camps.

The Highlights of National Integration Camp

The National Integration Camps focused on:

® Understanding India, Silent features of Indian Freedom Movement, Historical prospective and the
contemporary challenges.

® Understanding Indian Democracy, Silent features of constitution of India and the duties and
responsibilities of citizens.

® Understanding Nehru’s Vision on Modern thinking and promotion of scientific temper.
® Costume parade (Cultural Rally/Padyatra) programme.

® Disseminating the message of Sadbhavana, Peace, Development and Solidarity among the masses
and for displaying the cultural variety, uniqueness and integrity of the country.

® Emphasis was given to inform the participants about National Integration, Communal Harmony, Indian
Constitutions, Democracy, Rights and duties of Citizens, Freedom Struggle, Personality Development,
Health Awareness Programme, Disaster preparedness & Management, Environment & Climate
change, Global warming, Language learning, Know India & Knit India etc.

Adolescents represents the vibrant part of the society. 20.9% of India’s population is of Teenagers
in the age group of 10 — 19 years, (Census of India 2011). Adolescence is a period of transition from
childhood to adulthood and is marked by rapid physiological and psychological changes. To prepare
young people for life and work in a rapidly changing world, it is extremely important to empower them
with appropriate information and skills.

Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan (NYKS), Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports in partnership with UNFPA
accepted the challenge by supporting Teen Clubs that aims at adolescents in out-of-school setting, and
particularly the school drop-outs under UNFPA’s 7th country plan programme (2008-12).

In 2010, it was agreed to re-strategize the earlier initiative of the Government of India for adolescents
for improved quality and better impact of the interventions for meeting the objectives.

From April 2011, the project is being implemented in 10 Districts of UNFPA’s five priority States
viz Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Odisha and Rajasthan. The revised strategy for out-of-school
adolescents was with the following objectives:

® to enhance quality of Teen Club interventions through life skills focused experiential learning on
reproductive and sexual health issues in a gender sensitive manner and whenever possible link them
with youth friendly services;

® to provide adolescents with information on education, skill building and issues confronting them for
better living and link them with relevant groups and institutions.

The project was implemented in 1,860 villages from 62 blocks in 10 districts of five States. In targeted
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villages 1,860 Teen Clubs were formed with the objective of enhancing program quality through capacity
building, developing interactive resource materials and transacting with them in teen clubs, linking young
people to livelihood, career and educational opportunities and sensitizing the larger community on the
goal of the Teen Clubs through advocacy and campaigns.

Innovation of setting up model teen clubs (that have additional inputs from NGOs) has been
introduced in the project with the objective of finding out whether additional inputs will translate
into better outcomes for the project. Thus three NGOs viz Vishakha in Udaipur, PATANG in Ganjam and
Samarthan in Jhabua, were contracted.

Under the project, activities were planned and undertaken at the following levels in Fig.1.

4 > National Level : Prayas Sabka Workshop & Deployment Process of Field )

> State Level : State-specific Review Meeting
> Block Level : Peer Educators Training Community Mobilization Camps

From 1860 Teen Clubs, out of school and girls and boys of 10 districts of the country under the
age group of 10-19 years were the core project beneficiaries. Female participation was 42% in the
programmes and activities of Adolescent Health and Development Project.

Following are the main outputs of the project:
i. Establishment and running of 1860 Teen Clubs in 10 districts of the country
ii. Advocacy on adolescent issues with focus on sexual and reproductive health.

iii. Transacting Modules based on Adolescent Reproductive and Sexual Health in 1860 teens clubs in 62
Blocks of 10 districts of Rajasthan, Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, Odisha and Bihar.

iv. Mainstreaming adolescent health issues through NYKS activities in those villages.

v. A total number of 2,42,082 beneficiaries participated in the multiple programmes organized and
conducted during the calendar year 2013 under Adolescent Health & Development Project.

Life Skills based activities had helped the adolescents (in villages) in knowing and understanding self,
career related issues, leadership skills and healthy relations etc. Teen club participants get a platform
to discuss issues that concern them and empower them to work together towards exploring solutions.
With the interaction of Peer group, they improved their social and negotiation skills within and outside
the family.

Programme and Activities

In 2013, the project focused its attention on 10 districts in UNFPA’S five priority states of Bihar,
Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Orissa and Rajasthan. The revised strategy implemented by NYKS
proposed to empower (mainly unmarried) out-of-school adolescents with:
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1. Teen Clubs and Model Teen Clubs Formation

Teen Clubs were formed with an objective of enhancing program quality through capacity building,
developing interactive resource materials and linking young people to livelihood career and educational
opportunities, sensitizing the larger community on the goal of the teen clubs through campaigns.

Model teen Clubs had additional inputs from NGOs although the scope of activities across all the teen
clubs was the same and is schematically represented below. With the objective of finding out whether
additional inputs from the NGOs will translate into better outcomes for the project; innovation of setting
up model teen clubs was introduced in the project.

Under this project activities were planned and undertaken at three level viz National, State, Block
and Village.

2. Workshop for Re-strategizing Teen Clubs

The Prayas Sabka Workshop was organized at Vishwa Yuvak Kendra, New Delhi for Re-strategising
Teen Clubs under Adolescent Health and Development. Pravah as the National NGO for this program had
organized and facilitated a workshop “TEEN CLUB —PRAYAS SABKA” in collaboration with UNFPA, India and
Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan, Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports on 2" December 2013. Participants
included nominated ex- District Project Officers, Adolescent Peer Volunteer and Peer Educators along
with NYKS Hqgrs Official, State NGO partners, UNFPA’s Delhi Officials and Pravah’s Team.

3. Peer Educators Training:

Peer Educators were trained to transact the UNFPA’s kit based activity with a vision to empower peer
educators to interact with the Teen Clubs member and to deal the issues in a productive manner. Each PE
Training included 40 Peer Educators i.e. 4 PE from each Teen Club. 3 trainings in each block were carried
out. 18 batches of Peer educators were trained on the 1-5 modules of the PE manual

1) Better understanding of self;

2) Establishing and maintaining positive and responsible relationships;

3) Inculcating leadership qualities;

4) Understanding the changes during adolescence and being comfortable with them and

5) Understanding and challenging stereotypes related to gender and sexuality by building capacities of
677 Peer Educators.

4. Teen Club Activities

Teen Clubs activities were carried out in every Teen Clubs under the project districts from January to
June 2013 which included

1. UNFPA’s kit (modules) based activities developed by UNFPA.

2. The UNFPA modules included activities like Vaisheli Nadhi, Pooch Nahi tho Kuch Nahi, Mein aur meri
pehchan and modules on gender and sexuality, Decision Making and Positive thinking. Besides above

activities.
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3. Teen Clubs also organized like sports, games, cultural programmes, imparting of life skills training at
village level, Singing Competition, session on Changes During Adolescence, Sexuality, Demerits of
Child marriage & teen age pregnancy, Group discussions on Gender Discrimination with the help of
collaborating agencies like Gram Panchayat, Primary School, Asha Worker, SHG, Yuva Mandal, Village
elders etc.

4. The Teen Clubs also organized celebration of days like Dr. Ambedkar Jayanti, Environment Day,
Maharashtra Day, etc. Monthly meeting of teen club members were held regularly during the quarter.
Teen Clubs activities were carried out by all the districts during the period under the project.

5. Community Mobilization Campaigns:

Community Mobilization Campaigns were organized at the block level that received fair attention
from local bodies, public representatives,
adolescents and elders in the village.
This was participatory exercise with the
district functionaries, teen club members
and line departments all volunteering
during the campaign. It was a cluster level
programme, organized among cluster of
10 villages. It included different kinds of
awareness campaigns, cultural activities,
competitions, etc. The objective of
Community Mobilization Camp was to
sensitize the larger village community
in enrolling new members in the Teen
Clubs. Thirty community level campaigns
were organized during the year 2013.
Different Issues such as health, gender, RTE, RTI, sanitation, career guidance, Anemia, substance abuse
were addressed through different creative activities. Resources were mobilized from the community

6. Social Action Projects

Social Action Project Activity in the blocks generated a lot of enthusiasm among the young people.
Social action projects are the learning spaces for young people to identify some of the problems and
concerns in their villages; prioritize them, and develop an action plan to resolve them based on a shared
understanding among the teen club members. It was envisaged that these projects would instill a sense
of responsibility, empowerment, as well as a reality check in terms of identifying problems. With this
background, every teen club was advised to take at least one social action project, identify a common
problem and find ways in resolving it in about 8 weeks.

7. Distribution of Books on Adolescent Development:

Looking at the need for developing resource materials targeted at young people that will communicate
with them in a clear, lucid and interesting manner, UNFPA has developed a set of four books specifically
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for young people who may be enrolled in schools or outside. These books are based on the following
four themes and are written by a well know author, Ms. Kamla Bhasin & illustrated by Ms. Vandana Bist.

1. The Art of Positive Living

2. Understanding the changes during adolescence and being comfortable with them, understanding
gender and sexuality and challenging stereotypes and violations related to them.

3. Prevention of HIV/AIDS
4. Prevention of Substance Misuse

The set of four interactive and well-illustrated books on Adolescent Development as resource
materials developed, gave emphasis on healthy transitions from adolescence to adulthood.

Outcome

Adolescent Health and Development Project has immensely benefitted the adolescent and
community by giving a platform to get exposed to adolescent related issues. Life Skills based activities
had helped in knowing and understanding the self, career related issues, leadership skills and healthy
relations etc.

Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan organizes Tribal Youth Exchange Programme for the development of

tribal youth with the support of Ministry of Home Affairs, Govt. of India. The 6th Tribal Youth Exchange
Programme was organised at five places viz. Nagpur (Maharashtra), Thiruvananthapuram (Kerala),
Bangalore (Karnataka), Bhubaneswar (Odisha) and Delhi with the support of MHA, Govt. of India during
the year 2013-14.

Objective of the programmes was to provide an opportunity to the tribal youth of 16 selected districts of
04 states namely, Bihar, Chhatisgarh, Jharkhand and Odisha to visit five places in order to understand the
cultural ethos, language, lifestyles, developmental activities, educational and skill development avenues,
employment opportunities and to see historical and cultural monuments, to sensitize the tribes about
the rich and traditional cultural heritage of the tribal communities and enable them to preserve it for
the future generation, to help the tribal youth develop an emotional linkage with their peer groups in
other part of the country, to share and appreciate each other’s traditional and cultural heritage as well
as development in different spheres of life, to provide an opportunity to the participants to interact with
the local communities, Panchayati Raj Institutions and the youth affiliated with the NYKS Youth Clubs so
as to develop emotional and cultural ties with the youth placed in similar life situation in different parts

of the country. It also provides platform to the participants to interact with each other and share their
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experiences for mutual benefit.

Under 6™ Tribal Youth Exchange Programme
the participants got an opportunity to call
on the Hon’ble President of India and had

interaction with Hon’ble President.

The programme at five different places
was inaugurated by eminent personalities.

Notes on Accounts and significant accounting policies

1) Basis of preparation of Financial Statements : The financial statements have been prepared under
historical coast convention in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles. The Sangathan
adopts accrual system of accounting unless otherwise stated.

2) Fixed Assets and Depreciation :
a) The assets created out of Grants are expensed from General Funds and are transferred to the

capital funds.

b) b) The Assets purchased after the formation of the Sangathan are stated on historical cost
basis. These have been revalued in previous years and consequently depreciated/adjusted
and transferred to the Capital Fund.

The depreciation charged on Straight Line Method (SLM) as follows :

(i) Computer & EDP Machine 16.21%
(ii)  Office Furniture 6.33%
(iii)  Other Electronic Equipments 4.75%
(iv)  Vehicle 9.50%
(v)  Vocational Training & Sports Equip. 4.75%
(vi)  Land & building (only building) 1.63%

c) The Assets pertaining to the period prior to formation of Sangathan were revalued at notional
amount of Rs. 1. Similarly Assets received through donations were valued at notional amount
of Rs. 1 except the value of land received from the local agencies.

d) The Sangathan is wholly aided by Government of India under budgetary support. A capital
fund equivalent to cost of fixed assets has been created.

e) All the wasting assets have been accounted for into the books and depreciation on SLM is
being charged. Expenditure on the construction of NYK buildings has been capitalized and
added to the value of the assets under construction/constructed. Donated land to district
level NYKs has been shown at its historical cost.
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3) Recognition of Income/Expenditure

a) Grantin Aid — The grant in aid received from Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports, Government
of India and from other agencies for the year considered on accrual basis and provision has
been made based on grants sanctioned during the year.

Grants received under NYKS scheme have been considered as income and taken in Income
and Expenditure account.

Grants received for the special/sponsored programmes have been considered as ‘Earmarked
funds’ and taken in special fund account. The unspent funds at the yearend have been
reported under liability side of the Balance Sheet.

b) Interest accrued on FDRs has been recognized on Accrual basis.

c) Interest on Saving Fund account, affiliation fee, sale of youth manuals have been accounted
for on cash basis.

d) Interest earned on funds of major special/sponsored programmes namely Adolescent, UNFPA,
SGSY, Foreign Contribution, CULTEX, KRYCEP, UNDP-TAHA, NIC, NSV Scheme, RSY/NRC and
NYC have been credited to respective programmes.

e) Employees’s benefits like Leave Encashment and Bonus are accounted on provisional basis.

f) The Expenses incurred by the HO and Zonal Offices have been compiled at Head quarter level
on the basis of the information and explanation provided by PAOs through their Financial
Statements for the corresponding period. At PAO, expenses have been booked on the basis of
USs received from Kendras.

4) Provisions for Expenses : During the year provisions of Rs. 7.79 crore for Salary, Rs. 0.10 crore for
bonus and Rs. 0.26 crore for audit fee has been made.

5) Balances in Fund Accounts : There is balance of Rs. 12.46 crore in Superannuation Fund, Rs. 3.15
crore in GPF and Rs. 8.32 crore in pension fund.

6) Actuary valued pension liability : of Rs. 178.08 crore as on 31.03.2013 for the existing pensioners/
family pensioners and employees allowed pensionary benefits under CCS (Pension) Rules’ 1972, so
far by the Government. In addition to this, liability of Rs. 55.26 crore for Gratuity and Rs. 44.46 crore
for Leave encashment of all employees as on 31.03.2013 has also been valued by actuary. Funds have
been demanded from the Ministry to meet out these liabilities. No actuarial valuation has been made
for the current financial year.

7) Loans and Advances : Loans and Advances includes (a) Rs. 16.60 crore lying unspent with the field
offices and Rs. 10.43 crore over Zones and (b) Rs. (6.53) crore with field offices pending reconciliation
and (c) Rs. 1.82 crore advances with Kendras for district level generated fund. Since these figures are
under reconciliation, it may include expenditure already incurred but not accounted for.
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8) Balances outstanding with Agencies, Suppliers, Zones, Kendras and employees are subject to
confirmation.

9) Previous year figures have been regrouped where ever considered necessary. An adjustment of Rs.
6.80 crore made in opening balance in sch 2 and sch 4, which is under reconciliation. Figures in
financial statements have been rounded off to the nearest rupees.

10) There are 136 cases pending in various courts against the organization on various matters including
promotion, transfer, grant of MACP/higher scale and Pension under CCS (Pension) Rules. Contingent
liability on grant of Pension under CCS (Pension) Rules for the officials under litigation has been
valued by actuary to Rs. 152.36 crore as on 31.03.2013.

11) There are 40 outstanding Pending audit paras as per the C&AG Audit report for the year 2012-13.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan (NYKS), as at
31 March 2014, the Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account for the year
ended on that date under Section 20(1) of the Comptroller and Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers
& Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. The audit has been entrusted for the period up to 2015-16.
These financial statements are the responsibility of the NYKS’s management. Our responsibility is to
express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller and Auditor General of
India on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best
accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observation on financial
transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity)
and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s
Audit Reports separately.

We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India.
These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about
whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining,
on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An
audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by the
management as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that
our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

Based on our audit, we report that:

We have obtained all the information and explanations except supportive documents mentioned
in comment no. A.1.1, which to the best of our knowledge and belief were necessary for the
purpose of our audit except those mentioned in the report.

The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure/Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by this report
have been drawn up in the Uniform format of accounts approved by the Ministry of Finance.

iii. In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained by

NYKS, in so far as it appears from our examination of such books.

Supporting documents for these adjustments made to the previous year’s closing balances were not
produced to audit. The reconciliation with PAOs needs to be done and adjustment in account needs to
be reflected in accounts.

In view of the above, we are not able to form an opinion on the certainty of adjustments made in
the closing balances to reach the figures of opening balances as on 1.4.2013.

A.1.2 In Sch. 3 - Earmarked Funds (Spl. Prog. MYAS)’ and Sch. — 4 Earmarked Funds (Spon. Prog.)
forming part of Balance Sheet as at 31.3.2014 (a) there were negative opening and closing balances
under the programmes as detailed in Annexure-A.

The details are indicative of the facts that NYKS had incurred excess expenditure over the grants received
and the amounts are receivable. However, the same were not shown as receivable but shown as negative
figures under liability which needs to be corrected.

A.1.3 Despite having negative or nil balances, further expenditure was incurred during the year under
certain programs and expenditure exceeded the availability of funds during the year. Audit noted that
interest income was shown under KRYCEP programme, while the programme had a minus balance and
no grant was received during the year. The details are given in Annexure-B.

Audit further noted that there was no authorization to incur expenditure under these programmes as
there were either negative opening balances or the availability of funds was less than the expenditure
incurred. These balances need to be reconciled.

A.1.4 An amount of Rs. (-) 6.53 crore was depicted under Sch.-7 as advance to PAO/Zones pending
reconciliation. This figure was not reconciled and minus balance is reflected in the accounts.

A.1.5 Audit further noted that in the case of Panchayat Yuva Kendra Abhiyan, NYKS refunded Rs. 1.69
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crore to the Ministry against the available funds of Rs. 1.18 crore under the programme leaving a minus
balance of Rs. 0.51 crore. Reasons for the same were not apprised to audit.

In view of the above, we are not able to form an opinion on the correctness of the figures shown as
negative balances in the annual accounts.

A.1.6 The programmes mentioned in Annexure-C had positive opening balances but no interest income
was depicted in the schedules against the programme.

Non-depiction of interest income towards these programmes had resulted into understatement of liability
by the amount of interest earned on the opening balances of these programmes and overstatement of
interest income of NYKS for the year 2013-14.

A.1.7 As per the Income & Expenditure account, the excess of income over expenditure was to be
transferred to the ‘Corpus/capital fund’. However, the excess of income over expenditure was transferred
to the ‘Earmarked Fund-MYAS (sch. 2)’. This was not in consonance with the Uniform format of accounts
and thus, the entire balance of Rs. 46.03 crore was incorrectly shown under ‘Earmarked Fund’. This has
resulted in overstatement of Earmarked Fund and understatement of Capital Fund by the like amount.

A.2 Assets:
A.2.1 Cost of assets (Sch. 17)-Rs. 10.34 crore

NYKS made advance payment of Rs. 0.07 crore for purchase of car during March 2014. However, the
car was received in June 2014 but NYKS capitalized the amount in the accounts for the year 2013-14
without receiving the car. Thus, fixed assets were overstated by Rs. 0.07 crore and current assets were
understated by the like amount.

B. Receipts & Payments:

B.1 NYKS shown Rs. 60,90,739 as cash in bank under the Red Ribbon Expenses against the actual bank
balance of Rs. 60,94,437. The difference in these two figures needs to be reconciled.

B.2  Anamount of Rs. 5.22 crore was shown as ‘increase in current liability’ on receipts side, however,
no such transaction of the said amount were found either in cash book or in the bank book of the NYKS.
As Receipts & Payments account is a summary of cash book and bank book, the increase in liability
shown on the receipt side resulted in overstatement of receipt by the like amount. Moreover, as per the
‘Uniform format of accounts for Autonomous Bodies’, no such entries are required to be made in the
Receipts & Payments account.

B.3  An amount of Rs. 1.43 crore and (-) Rs. 0.98 crore was shown as ‘increase in advance from
previous year’ and ‘increase in deposit during the year’ respectively on the payment side. Details of these
payments were not produced to audit.

In view of the above, we are not able to form an opinion on these entries recorded in the Receipts &
Payment account.
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C. General (other persistent irregularities):

The following audit comment although featured in the previous year’s report, the NYKS had not taken
the remedial action.

C1 Nehru Yuva Kendras of Ferozpur, Jammu, Nahan, Sangrur, Bhiwani, Gurdaspur and Zonal
Director, NYKS, Mohali had prepared Receipts & Payments Account but they did not prepare the Income
& Expenditure Account and Balance Sheet on the last date of each year. Nehru Yuva Kendra, Mansa
and Hoshiarpur did not prepare the Balance Sheet. As such audit could not assess the value of assets,
depreciation thereon, etc. at the end of each year. In spite of being pointed out in previous reports, the
local offices had not taken any steps for preparation of the Balance Sheet and Income & Expenditure
Accounts during the period covered under audit.

C.2  The arrangement of schedules pertaining to Balance Sheet and Income & Expenditure Account
were not in accordance with the Uniform format of Accounts. Further, the schedule of fixed assets did
not exhibit the Block-wise representation of the assets, i.e. Gross block, Depreciation and Net Block and
position at the end of the last year, etc. this was pointed out in previous year’s report, however, no action
was taken by the NYKS.

C.3 Under the head Loan and Advances (Sch.-7), Rs. 16.60 crore and Rs. 5.89 crore were shown as
‘advances with Kendras pending utilization certificates’ and ‘advances to staff, suppliers and others’
respectively. These balances need to be reconciled and results may be shown to audit.

C4 No provision for retirement benefit was made as per the actuarial valuation.
D. Grants-in-aid

NYKS receives grant from the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports for general purpose and special
programmes. It also receives grants from other ministries/ departments/ agencies for sponsored
programmes. The position of Grants in aid received and utilized by NYKS during the year 2013-14 is as
under:

Reasons for adjustment made in opening balances of Schedule 3 & 4 of the annual accounts
statement for 2013-14 have been provided to the audit vide reply of audit memo No. 17
as per the following -

“In the process of reconciliation of “Advances pending for reconciliation” as stated in
Consolidated Balance sheet, scheme - wise closing balances of PAOs books of accounts
have been considered in schedule 3 and 4 in preparation of consolidated balance sheet.
Although, PAOs balance sheets, advances are under reconciliation and adjustments are
needed to be incorporated at PAOs books to reflect the reconciled figure of advances due
to Head Quarter. In the process of reconciliation of Advances, a step was taken to align
all Balance Sheets of PAOs with Head Quarter to implement new accounting software
of tally Solution and to speed-up the reconciliation process. In the process of alignment
of all Balance sheets a difference in Opening balance has emerged and which is part of
reconciliation.
