AN INTRODUCTION

Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan (NYKS)- The 
scheme of Nehru Yuva Kendra (NYK) for each 
district was started by Government of India in 
the year 1972. The Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan 
came into existence in 1987 as an autonomous 
body of the Central Government which is 
presently functioning under Department of Youth 
Affairs, Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports.   Since 
1972, there has been a phenomenal growth in 
the existing number of Nehru Yuva Kendras which 
are functional to-day in as many as 623 districts 
of the country.  Further, in order to manage, 
administer and run the 623 district based Nehru 
Yuva Kendras, State Offices in 29 States of India 

have been established by NYKS.

The principal objective of NYKS is to mobilize, 
motivate, organize rural youth of the country and 
enhance their capacities to develop democratic 
institutional mechanisms in the form of village 
based Youth Clubs. It is to further develop and 
empower them to become productive and 
responsible citizens, assume local leadership to 
act as active partners in the process of community 
development and nation building activities with 
the spirit of equity, secularism and voluntarism.

The core strength of NYKS is a network of 1.35 
Lakh village level Youth Clubs across India with 
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an enrolment of about 27.79 Lakh rural youth 
volunteers. It has become one of the largest 
Youth organizations in the world. These Youth 
Clubs are engaged in the areas like education, 
training, awareness generation, leadership and 
personality development for addressing social 
issues, community development and social 
welfare activities.

The Government of India through its rural youth 
based flagship organization the Nehru Yuva 
Kendra Sangathan achieve the set objectives 
through Core Programmes which are uniformly 
distributed amongst the district kendras in the 
country; implement Schemes of Ministry of Youth 
Affairs & Sports; undertake Special Programmes 
and Projects in coordination and support of 
other development Agencies, Ministries and 
Departments of Centre and State Governments 
and UNO meant for youth development and 
empowerment.

A paradigm shift in the utilization of the vast 
network of NYKS and its field units has commenced. 
One such role which NYKS has recently taken as a 
major initiative has been synergy and convergence 
of efforts with the Government of India as well 
as State Governments. Youth Clubs and NYVs 
now provide ample opportunities and a suitable 
platform for outreaching various programs and 
schemes of the Government of India and the 
State Governments. 

The youth associated with Nehru Yuva Kendras 
are not only socially aware, motivated but are 
also inclined towards social development work 
through voluntary efforts. For all these years, 
NYKS activities remained focused both on 
economic and non-economic development and 
welfare activities including poverty alleviation 
programmes with active involvement of Youth 
Clubs and village communities. However, a lot 
more remains to be done.

The 
organizations such as NSS, NCC, BSG, HSG, 
Eco Clubs and other development agencies 
of repute facilitated NYKS in achieving its 
objectives.

vi.	 On National Youth Day (12th January) 
youth were mobilized for a particular 
National cause related activity to highlight 
the importance of youth so as to bring in 
sense of self pride. This also enabled them 
for their engagement in mega National 
Building activities.  

vii.	 Handholding and linking of maximum 
Youth Club Members with Employable 
Skill Development Training programmes.  
Motivated youth to undergo vocational 
courses by disseminating information, 
counseling, etc. 

viii.	 Environment Enrichment, Water 
Conservation and Harvesting – Say No to 
Use of Poly bags and promotion of  Tree 
Plantation, construction of sanitary latrines 
and their use through behavioural change, 
Water Conservation and Harvesting. In 
the month of May and June and beyond, 
Youth were motivated to seriously engage 
in water conservation (Pani Bachcho) and 
also creation of small Bundhs (Bori Bundh) 
in association with MGNERGA activities.

Strategic Utilization of Services of National Youth 
Volunteers (NYVs) and NYK Youth Clubs with the 
support and guidance of Deputy Director and 
District Youth Coordinator

•• 11,191 National Youth Volunteers (NYVs) 
were deployed by NYKs across the country. 
Out of which about 1200 were computer 
literate so as to facilitate district NYKs in 
promoting e-governance and updating 
Youth Clubs profiles. 

•• The services of the deployed NYVs force 
were optimally utilized. For this purpose, 
they were trained on the line with the 
expectations of the current NYKS Annual 
Action Plan, NPYAD Scheme of MoYAS, 
and Coordination Activities in identified 
focused areas as mentioned above.

•• Depending upon the number of blocks 
and villages in a district, NYVs were 
deployed on cluster of villages having 
Youth Clubs for implementation of NYKS 
Core Programmes, NPYAD Scheme and 
targeted Coordination Activities and 
follow up activities in their respective 
allocated areas.

•• The youth who were covered under NYK 
Core Programmes were motivated and 
supported to organize similar awareness 
and education programmes in their 
respective villages.  For this purpose, they 
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were facilitated by designated NYVs and 
resource persons on the identified issues 
in which they have undergone exposure 
under NYKS Core Programmes.  

•• In order to quantify the outcome, each NY 
Volunteer was assigned targets. 

Coordination, Convergence and Synergy

In order to provide more programs for the 
furtherance of the objectives of NYKS and in 
achieving the set goal; emphasis was given on 
coordination and establishing linkages with other 
development Departments, Agencies, NGOs at 
District, State, National and International levels. 
The initiatives in this direction are as follows: 

•• To ensure proper programme planning, 
coordination, implementation, 
transparency and monitoring for effective 
functioning of district NYKs with expected 
outcomes, meetings of District Advisory 
Committee on Youth Programmes (DACYP) 
under the Chairpersonship of Deputy 
Commissioner / Collector of respective 
districts were organized district NYKs. 

•• Similarly, meetings of State Advisory 
Committee on Youth Programmes (SACYP) 
headed by Hon’ble Minister of Youth 
Affairs and Sports of a State and Heads 
of development agencies and other 
non-official members were organized by 
respective State Directors.

•• District and State NYKS have been asked to 
establish effective convergence/synergy 
in different programmes, functioning and 
other operational areas with NSS and NCC.  
In this regard,   Action Plan highlighting 
extent of convergence/synergy between 
NYKS & NSS as well as NCC Youth, 
Volunteers, Cadets respectively in each 

others’ programmes was developed. 

•• Linkages between developmental 
Ministries, Departments, and Agencies 
were established for sanction of projects 
for the development and empowerment 
of youth, in the identified focus areas and 
local needs. 

Participation of Public Representatives

There was overwhelming response and 
participation of Public Representatives viz. 
Hon’ble Ministers, MPs, MLAs, MLCs as well 
as Heads of Development Departments and 
Agencies in NYKS programmes and activities at 
different levels across India. 

Achievements of Nehru Yuva Kendra 
Sangathan (NYKS)

NYKS during the financial year 2017-18 focused 
on its 10 Core Programmes. These Programmes 
aimed at strengthening the Youth Club network 
and capacity building of Youth Club Members. 
These Programmes are common to all district 
NYKs. Besides, NYKS also implemented the 
schemes of Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports 
as well as coordinated at District, State and 
National Level to mobilize additional resources 
so as to provide more programmes and activities 
for the benefit of rural young people and village 
communities, in general.

11.	 Meetings of District Advisory Committee on 
Youth Programmes 

	 This activity by itself is not a Youth Programme 
but is one of the most imperative for the field 
functionaries to ensure proper programme 
planning, coordination, implementation, 
transparency and monitoring for effective 
functioning of District NYKs with expected 
outcomes.  It also aimed at bridging gap, if any, 
between the District Administration and NYK 
for undertaking coordination programmes 
and mobilization of resources for youth 
development and empowerment. In order 
to render more services to the youth, NYK 
at district level developed linkages with the 
district administration, district authorities, 
eminent social workers and youth leaders, 
for guidance and facilitation. 

	 The District Advisory Committee on Youth 
Programmes (DACYP) is formed in each district 
by the NYK to achieve the desired synergy and 
coordination of the kind mentioned above.  It

1.	 Slum Andolan 

	 A number of interventions have been made 
to improve the condition of Slum dwellers in 
Delhi NCR by Central Government.  Recently, 
Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan with support 
of Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, Govt. 
of India and in association with various 
Community Based Organisation (CBOs), 
Civil Societies and various stakeholders has 
developed a plan for awareness generation 

among slum dwellers especially youth to 
create healthy environment for them. 

	 In this process number of initiatives were 
planned viz. Slum Andolan, Slum Yuva Dauds 
for Awareness Generation and innovative 
Progranme of “Adopt a Slum”.

•	 Preparatory Meeting 

	 On 16th May 2017 a meeting on Slum Andolan 
was held on the initiatives of Shri Vijay Goel, 
Hon’ble Minister of State (Independent 
Charge), Youth Affairs and Sports, Govt. of 
India at 10, Ashoka Road, New Delhi.  

	 The programme of Slum Andolan aims 
at adopting 700 Slums at Delhi for its 
development.   In this meeting, all newly 
elected Municipal Councillors, NGOs 
representatives, officers from NSS, 
Representative of Rotary Club, representative 
of RWA were invited and they were given 
prescribed format for adopting a slum in 
their respective areas.  

	 Shri Shyam Jaju, National Vice President, BJP, 
Shri Ramesh Bidhuri, Hon’ble Member of 
Parliament, Shri Parvesh Sahib Singh Verma, 
Hon’ble Member of Parliament, Shri Jagdish 
Pradhan, Hon’ble Member of Legislative 
Assembly and more than 50 newly elected  
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Municipal Councilors and District Presidents 
participated in the meeting.  The newly 
elected Municipal Councilors were felicitated 
by Hon’ble Minister of State (Independent 
Charge), Youth Affairs and Sports, Govt. of 
India on the occasion.

	 Besides them, senior officers of Ministry 
of Youth Affairs and Sports, Govt. of India, 
Sports Authority of India, Nehru Yuva Kendra 
Sangathan, Representative of NGOs, NSS, 
Rotary Club and local public Representatives 
were present in the occasion.  

	 Hon’ble Minister stated that in the capital of 
India there are 700 slum colonies which is 
the matter of serious concerns.  He further 
said that Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, 
Govt. of India is going to adopt slum in each 
area with Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan and 
expected that all our Hon’ble Member of 
Parliament, MLAs, Municipal Corporation, 
NGOs, RWA, Bharat Scouts and Guides, 
NCC, Rotary and Lions Club, Business and 
Industries Houses in Delhi may adopt a slum 
so that the development of Slums can take 
place and Delhi can be slum free capital.  

	 He further said that out of 700 slums in Delhi 
in the first phase 100 slums will be identified 
and development programmes can be 
undertaken by the aforesaid agencies.  He 
also said that a slum andolan team will be 
setup for the development of the Slum areas 
in which there will be four teams viz. Delhi 
Team (70 members),  Lok Sabha (one district) 
team, 40 members, Municipal  Corporation 
ward team (Eleven Members), Slum Team 
(five members).

	 During the programme, a booklet on Slum 
Andolan was provided to all the participants 
for initiating the process.

The programme aimed 
at motivating the people from Slum areas of 
Delhi to join the national mainstream and 
providing them awareness and education on 
various Government Schemes viz. Swachh 
Bharat, Education, Skill Development, 
Entrepreneurship, Employment 
Opportunities, Digital India, Bhim app 
and various development programmes of 
Government. 

	 The Slum Yuva Daud programmes was started 
from Sir Shankar Lal Concert Hall, Delhi 
University which traversed through Hindu 
College round about, Ramjas Crossing, Kranti 
Chowk and concluded at Ragby Stadium, 
Delhi University.

	 Shri Vijay Goel, Hon’ble Minister of State 
(Independent Charge), Youth Affairs and 
Sports, Govt. of India flagged off the Slum 
Yuva Daud.  Shri Bhupender Yadav, Hon’ble 
Member of Parliament and Ms. Mary Kom, 
Renowned Boxer and Hon’ble Member of 
Parliament were the Guest of Honor in the 
programme.

	 Besides them, senior officers of Ministry 
of Youth Affairs and Sports, Govt. of India, 
Sports Authority of India, Nehru Yuva Kendra 
Sangathan and local public Representatives 
were present on the occasion.

	 Shri Vijay Goel, Hon’ble Minister of State 
(Independent Charge), Youth Affairs and 
Sports, Govt. of India stated that through 
the organization of this type of programmes, 
we can understand the aspirations and 
needs of people of Slum areas and motivate 
them to participate in Nation Development 
Programme.  He stated that afterwards, 
small festivals on development issues such 
as on Swatchh Bharat, Digital India, Beti 
Bachao, Beti Padhao etc. will be organised.   
He further stated that our aim is to facilitate 
in providing all modern amenities and 
development in the slum areas and develop 
leadership amongst slum youth for taking 
active part in the development of Slum areas.

1.	 World Environment Day observed  
(5th June, 2017)

	 To mark the World Environment Day, the 
Youth Clubs affiliated with District Nehru 
Yuva Kendras organized a Green Pledge 
Signature Campaign to spread awareness on 
turning our village/city greener and cleaner. 
Graffiti boards were put up by number of 
clubs in the villages on which people wrote 
their suggestions for a better environment.

Protocol. Besides, Exhibition on Yoga, 
Youth Convention, and Lectures by 
Experts on different subjects of Yoga were 
arranged in which 2,55,474 members of 
Youth Clubs took part. 

•• During District Youth Conventions, 
subjects experts delivered lectures on 
the topics like: Yoga- Indian Culture 
and Heritage (Yoga not only develop a 
person’s body but also the mind as well as 
it is key for coordination and Yoga and its 
importance and usefulness in treatment 
of ailments) and other issues of youths’ 
concern; Schemes and programmes of 
Government which are useful /beneficial 
for youth. 

•• Hon’ble Central and State Govt. Ministers, 
MPs, MLAs, Public Representatives, DM/
DCs and other Dignitaries attended the 
activities.

iv.	 Village Level Functions 

•• Nearly 37,286 NYKs Youth Clubs carried 
out Mass Yoga Demonstration, Honouring 
of Yoga Experts, talk by subject experts on 
Yoga and other activities in their villages 
by mobilizing local resources. 

•• During the Yoga Day Celebration, 
Gram Panchayat Pradhans, officials of 
Development Departments, NGOs, Social 
organizations and local citizens attended 
the activities. 

•• During this activities, 10,44,518  youth 
took part.

3.	 Celebration of Hindi Fortnight (14th  to 28th  
September, 2017)

	 Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan has observed 
Hindi Fortnight from 14th to 28th September, 
2017 with zeal and gaiety.  During this 
period, several competitions including Essay 
Writing, Slogan Writing, Sulekh, Noting & 
Drafting, Cultural Programmes, Seminars & 
Workshops, etc. were organized at various 
levels.  The fortnight was observed by district 
NYKs by involving village based Youth Clubs.
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4.	 Observance of Birthday of Pt. Deendayal 
Upadhayaya (25th September, 2017)

	 Birth anniversary of Pt. Deendayal 
Upadhayaya on 25th September, 2017 was 
observed in a befitting manner by district 
Nehru Yuva Kendras in the country.  

	 On this occasion with the active involvement 
of NYVs and members of Youth Clubs, 
different types of activities such as lecturers 
by subject experts, Essay writing, Seminars 
and discussions, etc. were organized in which 
large number of people from all sections of the 
society participated. 

	 An intensive cleanliness & hygiene campaign 
was also launched by all district Nehru Yuva 
Kendras by involving key stake holders in the 
districts. 

5.	 Observance of Birth Anniversary of Late Sardar 
Vallabhbhai Patel as ‘Rashtriya Ekta Diwas’ 
(National Unity Day) – 31st  October, 2017

	 Rashtriya Ekta Diwas was organized by Nehru 
Yuva Kendra Sangathan in a befitting manner.  
The programme was started with National 
Anthem, offering floral tributes to Sardar 
Vallabhbhai Patel and pledge taking ceremony.  
Eminent personalities urged the youth to 
devote themselves in nation building so that 
India can become greatest country in the world.

	 Similarly, the State and District Nehru Yuva 
Kendra offices organized different types of 
programmes in their respective offices and 
administered pledge for National Unity to all 
employees and NYVs.  

	 500 Youth from Delhi state participated in 
the Run for Unity programme organized 
on the 142nd birth anniversary of Sardar 
Vallabhbhai Patel. The Run was flagged 
off by  Shri Narendra Modi, Hon’ble Prime 
Minister of India. They also attended the 
early morning event in Major Dhyan Chand 
National Stadium, New Delhi which was 
addressed by hon’ble Home Minister Rajnath 
Singh.

	 Members of Youth Clubs also organized 
programmes in their villages with the support 
of local community.  On this occasion, the 
activities such as lecturers by subject experts 
on Life and Works of Sardar Vallabhbhai 
Patel, Run for Unity, Sports Programmes, 
Cultural Programmes, Essay writing &

National Unity, etc. were organized ensuring 
participation of the people from different 
walks of life.   
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	 On this occasion, the Youth Clubs also 
organized Blood Donation Camps in 
association with Indian Red Cross Society, 
Government Hospitals and Blood Banks from 
time to time. To pay their tribute of Sardar 
Vallabhbhai Patel, 2256 Members of Youth 
Clubs donated their blood on voluntary basis. 

6.	 Observance of Quami Ekta Diwas and 
Pakhwada (19th  to 25th November, 2017)

	 19th November was observed as Quami 
Ekata Diwas on 19th November, 2017 and 
the observance was continued upto 25th 
November, 2017 as a part of Quami Ekta 
Pakhwada.  The fortnight was observed 
by District NYKs with great zeal and gaiety 
involving National Youth volunteers and 
village based Youth Clubs.

	 On this occasion, cultural programmes, 
sharamdaan shivirs (work camps), 
cleanliness drives, sports competitions, 
seminars & discussions, lectures by eminent 
personalities on “Role of Youth in promoting 
Quami Ekta”, etc were organized.  The youth 
were administered Communal Harmony 
Pledge.  

7.	 Constitution Day celebrations (26th 
November, 2017)

	 Constitution Day on 26th November, 2017 

was observed by district NYKs and State 
Offices in a befitting manner. National Youth 
Volunteers in position visited at least one 
village and briefed youth about the history 
and process adopted in the formation of 
Constitution of India as well as the key role 
played by Dr. B. R. Ambedkar.  

	 The objective was to spread awareness of 
Indian Constitution and its architect Dr. B R 
Ambedkar. People were informed that on 
the day in 1949, constitution of India was 
adopted which came into force on January 
26, 1950 marking the beginning of a new era 
in the history of free India.

	 The Preamble to the Constitution was read 
aloud followed by placing the framed copy of 
the Preamble in their offices.  

	 Many Youth Clubs also organized programmes 
such as Youth Rallies, Essay, Quiz & Slogan 
writing competitions, lectures by subject 
experts, etc. on Constitution of India in their 
villages. They delivered speeches on the 
basic philosophy and fundamental values on 
which the Constitution was framed. 

	 The officials of NYKS apprised the youth about 
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the Constitution and its importance. They 
said that the constitution of India was framed 
to provide smooth functioning of the nation. 
It is a document which every citizen holds 
in high esteem and respect. Celebrating this 
day is an opportunity to inculcate the values 
incorporated in it among NYKS functionaries.

	 Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan observed 
a World AIDS Day on 1st December, 2017 
through village based Youth Clubs. Essay, 
Seminars and Rallies etc. were organized 
for creating awareness on HIV/AIDS and 
check its spread. Moreover, the lectures and 
group discussions were also held on different 
aspects of HIV/AIDS and importance of 
voluntary blood donation.

9.	 National Youth Day and Youth Week (12th  
-19th January, 2018)

	 12th  January was observed as National Youth 
Day and 13th to 19th January as National 
Youth Week with great zeal and gaiety. This 
year also NYKS took a leadership role in 
celebrating the Birth Anniversary of Swami 

Vivekananda in coordination with District 
Administration, Youth Clubs, PRIs and other 
organizations.  

	 NYKS with its full strength took part in Blood 
Donation Camp organized on 12th  January, 
2018 all over the country through the Red 
Cross Society.  

	 During the week long celebrations, theme 
based activities including Prabhat Pheri, 
Sarv Dharam Prarthana, Shramdaan, cultural 
programmes, sports & games, competitions 
including painting, poster, debating, 
elocution, etc. were organized on the ideals 
propagated by Swami Vivekananda.  In the 
programmes, a large number of people in 
general and youths in particular participated

10.	 Observance of Martyrs’ Day (30th January, 
2018)

	 With the active participation of members of 
Youth Clubs, Nehru Yuva Kendras observed 
Martyrs’ Day - coinciding with Mahatma 
Gandhi’s death anniversary on January 30 - 
with due solemnity and with better public 
participation. Two minutes silence was 
observed at 11 am on January 30. During the 
silence, the persons stood up.

	 The eminent speakers on the occasion 
were invited and the speeches and talks 
were connected with the significance of 
the day, particularly mentioning the role of 
the freedom fighters in the Independence 
struggle, were organized. The theme of 
talks and speeches was also focused on the 
duty and the moral obligation of citizens to 
preserve, protect and enrich the hard-earned 
freedom and to promote a sense of national 
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integration and commitment to common 
goals and ideals.

	 To mark the occasion, cultural programmes 
and screen films/documentaries on the 
themes of Indian freedom movement, the 
role of martyrs and national integration were 
also arranged.

11.	 International Women’s Day (8th March, 
2018)

	 District Nehru Yuva Kendras observed 
International Women’s Day (IWD) on 8th 
March, 2018. Different type of programmes 
and activities including cultural programmes, 
lecturers by eminent personalities, etc. were 
organized to mark the achievements of 
women in various fields.   

	 The eminent speakers on the occasion 
were invited and they dwelled largely on 
the issues of Health & Education, Land and 
Property Rights, Crimes against Women, 
Sexual Harassment - Eve teasing, Dowry, 
Child Marriage, Female Infanticide and 

sex selective abortion, Domestic violence, 
Trafficking, etc. They spoke at large the role of 
social activists/ reformers and had attempted 
on their life a several time. 

	 Large number of members of Youth Clubs took 
part during the women’s day celebrations.
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In addition to Core Programmes, NYKS organized a 
number of Coordination Activities.  Coordination 
Activities were made an integral part of Annual 
Action Plan 2017-18 wherein NYVs who with 
the guidance and support of District Youth 
Coordinators undertook Coordination Activities 
by involving Youth Clubs.

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1.	 Celebration of Swatchhta Pakhwada (1st  to 
15th   August, 2017)

	 NYKS organized a nation-wide intensive 
campaign under Swachhta Pakhwada from 
1st  to 15th  August, 2017 through district 
Nehru Yuva Kendras by involving National 
Youth Volunteers, affiliated Youth Clubs, 
local youth and other key stakeholders in the 
districts. They were involved and motivate to 
devote some hours out of their daily works 
towards cleanliness of their surroundings. 

	 Following activities as well as environment 
building activities were conducted across the 
country. All activities were organized through 
voluntary effort of NYKS Youth Clubs, local 
youth from different walk of life and National 
Youth Volunteers. Nonetheless, more and 
more villagers were motivated to participate 
to make Swacchta a peoples’ movement.

	 Major Activities Conducted

•• 92,280 Lectures, Seminars and Swachhta 
Shapaths were conducted in which 
6,21,211 youth participated.

•• 1,04,279 Youth Clubs carried out 
cleanliness drives in their villages in which 
8,72,813 youth  took part.

•• A Door to Door campaigns in 1,85,201 
villages across India on ODF and 
Swachhta as well as Distribution of IEC 
material were undertaken during which  
5,32,269 persons were reached.

•• 8,237 Railway Stations, Bus Stands, 
Market Places and Historical Places were

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	 Hon’ble Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi 
had in his recent ‘Mann ki Baat’ programme 
urged the people to hold a sanitation 
campaign from September 15 to October 2, 
the birth anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi.

	 In view of the above, NYKS organized a nation-
wide intensive campaign under Swachhta 
Hi Sewa’ Campaign through district Nehru 
Yuva Kendras by involving National Youth 
Volunteers, affiliated Youth Clubs, local youth 
and other key stakeholders in the districts. 
They were involved and motivate to devote 
some hours out of their daily works towards 
cleanliness of their surroundings. 

	 Jagrukta Abhiyan along with Swachhta Hi 
Sewa’ Campaign Activities were conducted 
in all States and UTs of India during which 
15066 Banners to highlight the core issues 
of cleanliness, sanitation and hygiene were 
displayed. 6453 Meetings with eminent 
citizens were organized for active support 
and guidance for effective implementation of 
Swachhta Hi Sewa campaign in which 58,925 
persons from all walks of life took part. 906 
Rallies and Nataks were conducted to educate 
people on the importance of cleanliness with 
a participation of 7395 youth. 3973 Lectures, 
Seminars, discussions by resource persons 
and Swachhta Shapaths conducted in 
which 1,18,450  youth participated. 20, 384 

Youth Clubs carried out cleanliness drives 
in their villages involving villagers from all 
sections of the society. Created Awareness 
and motivated youth & villagers in 20,384 
villages across India on ODF and Swachhta 
as well as Distribution of IEC material were 
undertaken. As part of the campaign Hand 
Washing was promoted among villagers.

3.	 Celebration of the Gandhi Jayanti 

	 Swachhata  Hi Sewa campaign culminated 
on 2nd October, 2017. Gandhi Jayanti was 
observed by the Youth Clubs affiliated with 
District Nehru Yuva Kendras. The Programme 
was conducted with an objective to spread 
the message of swachhata, goodwill, better 
understanding and feelings of brotherhood, 
social and national integration among the 
people, especially among the youth. 

	 Thousands of youth from Youth Clubs, a 
symbol of peace and social integration 
took part in various functions organized at 
different levels. The programmes started 
with the Sarva Dharm Prathana offered by 
young singers. “Vaishnav jan to tene kahiye 
jo peer parai jane re”, Gandhiji’s favourate

	 As a part of the programme, activities such 
as Prabhat Pheri, Sarv Dharm Prathna, 
Photo Exhibition of life & works of Gandhi, 
Awareness Campaigns, Wall Writing, 
Essay Writing, Painting, Cleanliness Drive, 
Work Camp (Community Development 
Programme), etc were organized.

4.	 Swachh Sankalp Se Swachh Siddhi (Essay 
Writing and Short Film making Competitions)

	 In order to generate mass involvement in 
Swachh Bharat Mission and related issues 
and making swachhta a people’s movement 
and to test the knowledge of the participants 
beyond academics, essay writing and short 
film making competitions were organized at 
district, state and national level. ‘’What will 
I do for Cleanliness’’ and ‘’My contribution 
to make my country clean’’ were the 
topics of Essay writing and Short Film 
Making competitions respectively. These 
competitions helped a great deal in creating 
awareness about the Swachh Bharat Mission 
in accelerating the Youth led movement for 
Freedom from Dirt and Filthiness across 
India. 

	 It was the first time that NYKS allowed entries 
in the Regional Languages also keeping in 
view the Mega vision of the Hon’ble Prime 
Minister of Ek Bharat - Shreshtha Bharat. 

	 For both above mentioned competitions, the 
first position hold on at District level qualified 
for State level competition.  Similarly, the 
winners at State level qualified for National 
level competitions.  At each level, there 
were 03 awards and the selection of best 03 

contestants was made by a panel of Judges in 
a transparent manner.  

	 First, Second and Third prize winners of both 
the competitions were honoured by Col. 
Rajyavardhan Singh Rathore, AVSM, Hon’ble 
Minister of State (I/C) MoYAS.

	 Shri Narendra Modi, Hon’ble Prime Minister 
honoured Ms. Ramandeep Kaur and Shri 
Sangethlal P.S., First Prize Winners of Essay 
writing and Short Film Making Competitions 
on 2nd October, 2017 at Vigyan Bhawan, 
New Delhi.
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1.	 National Young Leaders Programme 

	 A Central Sector Scheme, named National 
Young Leaders Programme (NYLP) for 
development of leadership skills among the 
youth has been introduced by Department 
of Youth Affairs, Ministry of Youth Affairs & 
Sports, Govt. of India during 2014-15.  

	 The objective of the NYLP Scheme is to create 
an institutional platform right up to the 
village level, where the youth can articulate 
their views on various issues and draw the 
attention of the local administration to such 
issues/ concerns affecting their lives. 

	 During the year 2017-18, only Neighborhood 
Youth Parliament at Block level and Youth 
for Development Programme (IEC: Publicity 
and Media activities) were carried out by 
623 district Nehru Yuva Kendras under NYLP 
Scheme with the active participation of NYVs 
and NYKs Youth Clubs.

i.	 Neighbourhood Youth Parliament at Block 
Level

	 The platform of Youth Clubs is being 
developed further in the shape of vibrant 
‘neighborhood youth parliament’. The 
purpose is to educate the members of 
Youth Clubs about contemporary socio-
economic development issues confronting 
local communities in general and the youth 
in particular and to involve them in debate/ 
discussions on such issues.  

	 During these programmes, eminent Speakers 
delivered talk on contemporary issues like: 
Good Governance, Youth Participation in 
Govt. Schemes, Prime Minister Jan Dhan 

	 Schemes of Department of Youth Affairs, MoYAS

Yojna, Swach Bharat Mission, Construction of 
Toilets, etc.

	 Youth Leaders from different clubs were 
motivated that after return to their 
respective areas, arrange similar discussion/
debate involving their club members. These 
Programmes were broadly structured on 
the pattern of ‘Block Youth Parliament’.  
Village    level   Government functionaries as 
well as Gram Panchayat Pradhan/ members, 
Agnawadi workers, Aasha Workers, etc. were 
invited to such Programmes. Village level 
Neighborhood Youth Parliament has been a 
follow-up action of block level Neighborhood 
Youth Parliament.

	 After each Programme, the recommendations 
were drawn up and the same were submitted 
to concerned Government functionaries 
as well as the Gram Panchayat for their 
consideration.

ii.	 Youth for Development Programme 

	 The programmes aimed at involving youth 
in Sharamdaan (voluntary labour) on a large 
scale all over the country.  This is to develop 
the personality and leadership quality of 
the youth and promote the spirit of dignity 
of labour. Voluntary labour is useful for the 
local area for community.  The youth were 
motivated to undertake cleanliness activity 
under Swachh Bharat Mission.  

Components of Youth for Development 
Programme

It has following three components:

a)	 Awareness Generation

b)	� IEC component - Publicity & Media Campaign

c)	 Awards to Youth Clubs at Block level

a)	 Awareness Creation 

	 The aim is to create awareness among youth 
about the need and importance of voluntary 
labour and its contribution towards social 
coherence and village development. It is also 
to enthuse in them the spirit for sustained 
and collective action in their respective 
villages. 

	 The district NYKs Youth Clubs under this 
program are mobilized, educated and 
motivated to undertake Shram Daan for 100 
hours in 12 months with the participation 
of their members. It could either be 2-3 
hours on Sunday, during lean working 
days, holidays or any other time they feel 

comfortable. For this purpose, popular 
and time tested NYKs awareness creation 
strategies and activities be organized in the 
targeted villages having NYKs Youth Clubs. 
During this process, they are also suggested 
about the nature of activities to be taken up 
under the programme.

	 Further, to encourage the voluntary efforts 
and contributions of Youth Clubs under this 
program, they are also briefed about the 
scheme of giving awards to outstanding 
Youth Clubs at Block Level in the field of 
voluntary labour/ Shram Daan. Awareness 
Generation Activities were carried out by all 
District NYKs with the active involvement of 
NYCs and Youth Clubs.

b)	 IEC Component - Publicity & Media 
Campaign

	 In order to further strengthen awareness 
creation activities and popularizing the 
program among youth on one hand and 
undertake advocacy and environment 
building at different levels on the other hand, 
IEC component - Publicity & Media Campaign 
is the integral part of this program.

	 The activity was undertaken through 
educative pamphlets, banners, printed 
guidelines, handbills, talks on All India Radio, 
FM & AM channels, local Media Channels, 
rallies, press meets, Media Circle Coverage 
from Village to village, documentation, 
publishing best practices. 

	 A massive IEC:  Publicity and Media Campaign 
was carried out in 353 District NYKs.  State

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c)   Awards to Youth Clubs at Block level

	 The objective of the programme is to 
propagate the spirit of volunteerism, 
voluntary labour among NYKs Youth Clubs 
and recognize their contribution. The 
Scheme was operated at Block level and the 
competition was begun at the Block level. 

	 Under the Programme, any activities that 
involve voluntary labour and are useful for 
the local area or community were taken up.  
Activities were specially focused on Swachh 
Bharat Mission.  An illustrative list is as 
follows: 

a)	 Digging, maintenance, disinfection, de-silting 
and repair of water bodies; cleaning of Rivers. 

b)	 Removal of Parthenium (Gaajar Ghas), 
Lantana and Water Hyacinth [these plants 
are a threat to the environment; Parthenium 
(Gaajar Ghas) is also a health hazard.

c)	 Plantation of Saplings, eradication of 
weeds, development of village pasture land, 
collection of Polythene Bags and plastic 
material for disposal etc. 

d)	 Cleaning, whitewashing/ painting, repair/ 
maintenance of School Buildings, Gram 
Panchayat Buildings, PHCs, Anganwadi 
Centres and other Public buildings. 

e)	 Construction/ repair of village roads, small 
connecting bridges, small water harvesting 
structures, etc. 

f)	 Development and maintenance of 
Playgrounds, cleaning of school/ college 
campuses. 

g)	 Cleanliness drives in village streets and 
common places. 

h)	 Helping in construction of soak pit toilets for 
the needy persons; maintenance of school/ 
community toilets, etc. 

i)	 Preservation/ cleaning/ maintenance of 
heritage sites. 

Eligibility Criteria 

	 The programmes as it sounds were on 
voluntary basis which were undertaken by 
the Youth Clubs in their respective villages 
and Gram Panchayats. Activities were taken 
up with the local initiative and resource 
mobilization. It not only reduced the cost 
of the activities but also save the time and 
money of the volunteers which they need to 
spend on their travel, boarding and lodging. 

•• All Youth Clubs affiliated with District NYKs 
were eligible to apply.  

•• The awards were given on the basis of 
the activities organized by Youth Clubs 
during the calendar year (i.e. January to 
December).   

•• Each of the identified village based Youth 
Clubs undertook a minimum of 100 hours 
Shram Daan in 12 months. It could either 
be 2-3 hours on Sunday, during lean 
working days, holidays or any other time 
they feel comfortable. 

•• Certificates were provided to all those 
members of Youth Clubs those who have 
successfully completed 100 hours of 
Shram Daan. 

Award

•• In each block two awards to Youth Clubs 
were given
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•• First Prize consist  of  a Certificate and Rs. 
8,000/- in cash 

•• Second Prize consist  of  a Certificate and 
Rs. 4,000/- in cash

•• Awards were given during a function at 
District Level.

•• The Youth Clubs utilized the award money 
in community development projects and 
or for developing infrastructure of the 
Youth Clubs. 

	 In order to reward outstanding work done 
under the programme, awards have been 
given to  977 Youth Clubs.  *State wise 
details of the Programmes are placed at 
 Annexure – 16

	 The objective of the Programmes is to 
develop among adolescents the behaviour 
which will empower them to make healthy 
choices, to strengthen their Life Skills to 
cope up with the risky situations that 
they encounter in their lives, to enhance 
knowledge to protect them from HIV, to 
manage adolescent reproductive sexual 
health issues and concerns and to mobilise 
their collective potential to solve their issues. 
During 2017-18, 101 Programmes of Life Skill 
Education Camps were organized with total 
of 4235 youth participated

Major Highlights 

The Life Skill Training for Adolescents were 
focused on:

•• Identifying activities for life skill 
development.

•• Inculcating essential life skills to develop 
healthy attitudes and responsible 
behaviour towards Adolescent 
Reproductive and Sexual Health (ARSH) 
including HIV/AIDS and substance 
abuse and Social issues in out of school 
adolescents.

•• Identifying harmful aspects of traditional 
gender roles (violence, domination, 
discrimination) and effective ways 
for working towards gender equity in 
relationships.

•• Increasing life skills, such as assertiveness, 
and communications and negotiation 
skills on sexual and reproductive health 
issues between parents and children, 
teachers and students.

This river is 
worshipped, with a belief that Goddess 
Ganga can wash away all sins of mankind.

	 The first 10 days of June are very well justified 
to honour the presence of Ganga River in 
India. The name Dussehra comes from ‘Dus’ 
which means ten and ‘Hara’ which connotes 
defeat. Thus, it is believed that praying on 
this day can help you attain salvation from 10 
sins.

Objectives of NYC scheme are …

•• To setup a group of disciplined and 
dedicated youth who have the inclination 
and spirit to engage in the task of nation 
building. 

•• To facilitate the realization of inclusive 
growth (both social and economic) 

•• To act as points for dissemination of 
information, basic knowledge in the 
community

•• To act as group modulators and peer 
group educators 

•• To act as role models for the younger 
cohort especially towards enhancement 
of public ethics, probity and dignity of 
labour. 

As per the provision of the scheme, a total of 
12,000 volunteers in 623 kendras are being 
deployed every year. Under this scheme, 

National Youth Corps Scheme 

Volunteers are called as “National Youth 
Volunteer” (NYV).  There is   a   selection committee 
under Chairpersonship of DM/DC of   the    district   
for  selecting  volunteers. Volunteers in the age 
group of 18-29 years are being deployed for 
maximum period of 2 years duration only.  Each 
volunteer is being paid Rs. 5000/- as monthly 
honorarium with effect from October 2016. Prior 
to this period, each volunteer was being paid the 
monthly honorarium of Rs- 2500/- only.  During 
the year 2017-18, a total of 11191 volunteers 
were deployed across the country. 

Volunteers act as link between youth club 
members and concerned NYK/ various other   
departments.   Volunteers are taking up the task 
of motivating and revitalization of Youth clubs 
and Mahila Mandals in the village/ community 
level apart from implementing core programmes 
and special programmes of NYKS. 

As per the provision under the scheme, 15 days 
Induction Training Programme for the newly 
deployed  volunteers  and 7 days Refresher 
Training Programme for the volunteers continued 
in the 2nd  year   have been organized.

make them ambassadors of these programmes 
in their own respective home states/districts 
not only to disseminate information but also to 
act as change makers. The objective was also 
to empower them with knowledge and skill to 
understand and deal with national issues like 
“Ek Bharat-Shrestha Bharat” and achieve the 
goal of “Sankalp Se Sidhi” as pronounced by 
Hon’ble Prime Minister.

As part of the Lohri Festival on 14th January- A 
highly motivating Seminar on Indian Youth will 
be Workforce for Tomorrow’s World was also 
organized. 

The empowered youth thereafter on 15th 
January, 2018 conducted a first of its kind 
National Level Youth Parliament on an 
innovative, creative, positive and meaningful 
model which is likely to usher in a major 
democratic reform not only in India but across 
the world.  The day was especially marked for 
National Level Mega Youth Parliament under 
which 7 Resolutions were taken up for discussion 
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and debate by selected young parliamentarians 
from amongst 3500 youth delegates from each 
state and UT. After the extensive parliamentary 
debate 7 Resolutions relating to Employment 
& Self Employment, Health, Environment, 
Cultural Civilization, Technology for sustainable 
development, Behavior and Attitude of youth, 
New creative ideas for Youth Development and 
Governance for New India were adopted and 
passed by the House. 

Overall, the festival was attended by more than 
10,000.

The empowerment sessions were addressed 
by eminent speakers and senior officers of the 
administration, Army, Navy, Air force, BSF and 
CRPF.

Some of the highlighted cultural programmes 
which were a part of the festival included Medley 
India Cultural programme by Ministry of Culture 
and folk song by Malini Awasthi, Padmashree 
Awardee. 

During the closing ceremony on 16th January, 
2018, Col. Rajyawardhan Singh RathoreIndia’s 
first individual Olympic Silver Medal winner 
and Hon’ble MoS (I/C) for Youth Affairs & 
Sports, Govt. of India, shared his success story 
of becoming a Commonwealth Games Gold 
medalist. He also spoke about the secret of 
success with the youth and gave them a three 
key mantra - “Passion, knowledge (planning) 
and action”.

3)	 Fixed Assets and Depreciation :  

a)	 The assets created out of Grants are expensed from General Funds and were transferred to 
the capital funds.

b)	 The Assets purchased after the formation of the Sangathan are stated on historical cost 
basis. These have been re-valued in previous years and consequently depreciated / adjusted 
and transferred to the Capital Fund. Assets are being stated following Written down Value 
method.

c)	 The Assets pertaining to the period prior to formation of Sangathan were re-valued at 
notional amount of Rs. 1. Similarly Assets received through donations were valued at 
notional amount of Rs. 1 except the value of land received from the local agencies. 

d)	 The Sangathan is wholly aided by Government of India under budgetary support. A capital 
fund equivalent to cost of fixed assets has been created. 

e)	 All the wasting assets have been accounted for into the books and depreciation on it is 
being charged following WDV method. Expenditure on the construction of NYK buildings 
has been capitalized and added to the value of the assets under construction/ constructed.  
Donated land to district level NYKs has been shown at its historical cost.

4) 	 Recognition of Income / Expenditure

a)	 Grant in Aid –The grant in aid received from Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, Government 
of India and from other agencies for the year considered on accrual basis.
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	 Grants received under NYKS scheme have been considered as income and taken in Income 
and Expenditure account. 

	 Grants received for the special / sponsored programs have been considered as ` Earmarked 
funds’ and taken in special fund account. The unspent funds at the yearend have been 
reported under liability side of the Balance Sheet.  

b)	 Interest accrued on FDRs has been recognised on Accrual basis. Figures of interest on 
Investment, TDS and value of Investment have been arrived on the basis of Interest 
certificate provided by the Bank and TDS deducted by them. 

c)	 Interest on Saving Fund account, affiliation fee, sale of youth manuals have been accounted 
for on cash basis.

d)	 Interest earned on funds of major special / sponsored programmes namely Adolescent 
UNFPA, SGSY, Foreign Contribution, CULTEX, UNDP-TAHA, NIC, NSV scheme, RSY/NRC and 
NYC have been credited to respective programmes. 

e)	 Employee’s benefits like Leave Encashment and Bonus are accounted on provisional basis.

f)	 The Expenses incurred  by the HO and State Offices (PAOs) have been compiled at Head 
quarter level on the basis of the information and explanation provided by PAOs through 
their Financial Statements for the corresponding period. At PAOs, expenses have been 
booked on the basis of UCs received from Kendras. 

5)	 Provisions for Expenses: During the year provisions of Rs. 1.46 crore for Accumulated Leave 
Encashment and Rs 8.50 crore for Salary for March 2018 and bonus for 2017-18 to be paid in 
2018-19 has been made. 

6)	 Balances in Fund Accounts: There is balance of Rs 14.61 crore in Superannuation Fund, Rs 39.99 
crore in GPF and Rs 3.58 crore in pension fund. The General Provident Fund, Superannuation 
fund and Pension Fund are shown under current liabilities pending approval of the Ministry on 
formation of Trust. 

7)	 Actuarial valuation of retirement dues:  Actuarial valuation for retirement dues as at 31.03.2018 
has not been done. However, liability of Rs 69.91 crore for Gratuity, Rs 52.87 crore for leave 
encashment and Rs 539.14 crore for Pension of all employees under CCS (Pension) Rules 1972 
as on 31.03.2015 was valued by actuary.  Approval from the Administrative Ministry to show 
this liability in annual accounts statement is awaited. Funds have also been demanded from 
the Ministry to meet out these liabilities. 

8)	  Loans and Advances:  Loans and Advances includes (a) Rs. 18.28 crore lying unspent with the 
field offices and Rs 1.07 crore  advances with Kendras for district level generated fund. Since 
these figures are under further reconciliation, it may include expenditure already incurred but 
not accounted for. 
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9)	 Balances outstanding with Agencies, Suppliers, Zones, Kendras and employees are subject to 
confirmation.. 

10)	Previous year figures have been regrouped where ever considered necessary. Figures in financial 
statements have been rounded off to the nearest rupees.

11)	There were 2 outstanding paras of Internal Audit Wing, Ministry of Human Resource 
Development and 4 of DGA (CE) for which replies have been submitted to the auditors. 
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Separate Audit Report of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India on the Accounts of the Nehru 
Yuva Kendra Sangathan for the year ended 31 March 2018

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan (NYKS), as at 31 
March 2018, the Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account for the year 
ended on that date under Section 20 (1) of the Comptroller and Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers & 
Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. The audit has been entrusted for the period up to 2020-21. These 
financial statements are the responsibility of the NYKS’s management. Our responsibility is to express 
an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. �This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller and Auditor General of 
India on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best 
accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observation on 
financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and 
Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection 
Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. �We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India. 
These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about 
whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining, 
on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An 
audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by the 
management as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe 
that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. �Based on our audit, we report that:

i.	 We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge 
and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit, except those mentioned in comment 
no. A.1.1.1, A.1.1.2, A.1.1.3 and A.2.1.1 to A.2.1.3 of the Audit Report.

ii.	 The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure/Receipts & Payments Accounts dealt with by this 
report have not been drawn up in the Uniform format of accounts approved by the Ministry of 
Finance.

iii.	 In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained by 
NYKS, in so far as it appears from our examination of such books except for the audit comments 
mentioned at A.1.1.1, A.1.1.2, A.2.1.1 to A.2.1.3 and para 2 (ii), (iii) & (iv) and para 3 (iii) of 
Annexure to this Audit Report.
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iv.	 We further report that:

A.1.1.1  The programme-wise grant-in-aid, interest earned, closing balances as well as expenditure 
incurred in respect of Earmarked Funds (Special Programme) and Earmarked Funds (Sponsored 
Programme) shown under Schedule-3 and Schedule-4 of Headquarters accounts respectively could 
not be verified from the Trial Balance and ledgers.  Further, there were differences in figures of closing 
balances as per Schedules 3, 4 and Trial Balance as depicted below:

NA: These heads were not found recorded in the Trial Balance.
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In View of the above, audit was unable to verify the accuracy of figures shown under Earmarked Funds 
(Schedule 2, 3 & 4).

A.1.1.2 Earmarked Funds (Special Programs MYAS)- Schedule-3 and Earmarked Funds (Sponsored 
Programs)-Schedule-4 forming part of Balance Sheet as at 31.3.2018, includes negative balances 
amounting to ₹ 9.45 crore under 37 programmes of NYKS. These are indicative of the fact that NYKS 
had incurred excess expenditure over the grants received. These are not shown as receivable but 
shown as negative figures under liability. NYKS had replied that these negative figures are not due to 
expenditure in excess of grant but because of classification error, whereby expenditure of one scheme 
was booked under other scheme in previous year. Reconciliation of these balances could not be done 
in previous years due to shortage of staff. In view of the same, audit was not able to verify the 
accuracy of these figures. This issue was also reported in the previous years, however, no sincere 
remedial action was taken by NYKS.

A.1.1.3 Earmarked Funds (MYAS) – ₹ 80.59 crore: As per the Income & Expenditure account, the 
excess of income over expenditure was to be transferred to the ‘Corpus/capital fund’,however, the ex-
cess of income over expenditure of ₹ 11.96 crore was transferred to the ‘Earmarked Fund-MYAS (Sch. 
2)’, which is not in consonance with the Uniform format of accounts.  This has resulted in overstate-
ment of Earmarked Fund and understatement of Capital Fund by ₹ 80.59 crore.  This was also reported 
in the previous year’s report, however, no remedial action was taken by NYKS. 

A.2	 Assets

A.2.1	 Current Assets – Loans and Advances – (Schedule-7)

A.2.1.1  Section B. Loans, Advances and other Assets, showed negative balances of  
₹0.12 crore, ₹0.50 crore and ₹0.01 crore under heads ‘House Building Advances’, ‘Long Term Advances 
(Computer/Vehicle/ Scooter)’ and ‘Festival Advance’ respectively.  These negative balances need to be 
reconciled. This issue was also reported in the previous year, however, no remedial action was taken 
by NYKS.

Reasons for the same were not furnished to Audit. In view of the same, audit was not able to verify 
the accuracy of these figures. This issue was also reported in the previous year, however, no remedial 
action was taken by NYKS.

A.2.1.3 In the accounts of NYKS Headquarters, audit noted that exactly the same amount of advance 
appeared in the accounts in following heads of accounts during 2015-16, 2016-17 and 2017-18.

The reasons for pending advances in the above heads since the years mentioned above as well as the 
details thereof were not furnished to Audit. Hence, audit was not able to verify the accuracy of these 
figures. These discrepancies were also reported in the previous years; no remedial action were taken.
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A.2.1.4 Under the head ‘Loan and Advances’ (Schedule-7), ₹18.28 crore were shown as advances 
with Kendras, pending utilization certificates and advances with PAO/zones pending reconciliation. 
This issue was raised in previous year also, however reconciliation of advances with field offices yet 
to be made.  

A.2.1.5 Nine saving bank accounts having bank balance of ₹4.94 crore in respect of schemes like 
National Reconstructive Corp (NRC), Youth Services-IV, Swaran Gram Sadak Yojana (SGSY), Kashmiri 
Rural Youth Cultural Exchange Programme (KRYCEP), Cultural Exchange (CULTEX), Adolescent, UNDP 
Project, Red Ribbon Express (RRE) and Foreign Contribution (FC) were lying dormant as on 31.03.2018 
due to the same being inoperative.  Of these, seven bank accounts have been lying dormant since 
2011-12 whereas two were dormant since 2012-13 as the schemes were inoperative. This issue was 
also reported in previous year, however, no remedial action was taken by NYKS.

B.	 Receipt and Payment Account

B.1	 In the Receipt and Payment Account (Receipt side), an amount of ₹7.14 crore has been shown 
as Grant of the year (Sponsored Program) whereas as per details of grants (2017-18), this figure is 
₹8.14 crore.  The difference of ₹1.00 crore is due to non-inclusion of grant received (December 2017) 
and later on refunded (February 2018)to CK Birla Group.  This has resulted in understatement of 
Receipts as well as Payments by ₹1.00 crore.

C.	 General:

C.1	 Investment of pension fund, provident fund and superannuation fund was not made as per 
the pattern of investment prescribed by Ministry of Finance. All the investment amounting to ₹60.21 
crore (100%) was made under fixed deposits/term deposits.  This was pointed out in the previous 
audit report, however no action was taken by NYKS.

C.2	 As per Actuarial Valuation done for 2014-15, there was a liability of ₹ 661.92 crore (₹ 69.91 crore 
for Gratuity, ₹ 52.87 crore for Leave Encashment and ₹ 539.14 crore for Pension) for retirement dues 
to the employees. However, NYKS has not made the provisions for retirement benefits on actuarial 
basis in contravention of Accounting Standards (AS-15) as well as Uniform Format of Accounts.

C.3 The rate of depreciation charged on EDP machines (Computer/printer/UPS) was not as prescribed 
by IT Act 1961 for the AY 2017-18. 

D.	 Grants-in-aid:

NYKS receives grant from the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports for general purpose and special 
programmes. It also receives grants from other Ministries/departments/agencies for sponsored 
programmes.  The position of Grants in aid received and utilized by NYKS during the year 2017-18 is 
given below:

& Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by this report are in agreement 
with the books of accounts.

vi. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, 
the said financial statements, subject to comments at A.1.1.1 to A.1.1.3, A.2.1.1 to A.2.1.3, B.1 and D 
as stated above and other matters mentioned in Annexure to this Audit Report, did not give a true and 
fair view in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in India;

a. �In so far as it relates to the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan 
as at 31 March 2018; and 

b. �In so far as it relates to Income and Expenditure Account of surplus for year ended on that 
date.

 1NYKS was sanctioned ₹215 crore as GIA under NYKS scheme for the year 2017-18 but received only
₹211.89 crore till 31.03.2018.  The balance grant of ₹3.11 crore was received on 03.04.2018.
 2NYKS was sanctioned ₹81.54 crore as GIA under Special Programme MYA&S for the year 2017-18
but received only ₹66.71 crore till 31.03.2018.  The balance grant of ₹14.83 crore was received on 03.04.2018.

1.	 Adequacy of Internal Audit System:

	 The Internal audit was conducted by the Internal Audit Wing, Ministry of Human Resource 
Development only up to 2012-13 and two paras were outstanding as of September 2019.  

2.	 Adequacy of Internal Control System:

	 The internal control system of NYKS was found deficient due to the following:

(i)	 The accounts of NYKS show continuous availability of unadjusted surplus funds under the 
head Earmarked Fund (Sch. 2) lying with PAOs. Examination of these funds from previous 
years’ accounts shows lack of effort on part of NYKS for utilizing/adjusting the same. This 
has led to accumulation of funds and surplus funds of ₹80.59 crore remained blocked up to 
31.3.2018. (The amount was ₹74.20 crore at the end of 31.3.2017).

(ii)	 Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan (Headquarter) sanctioned grants of ₹1.00 lakh (₹50,000/- per 
year for last two years) to Nehru Yuva Kendra, Silchar (Karimganj) during 2016-18 which the 
latter released to an affiliated college for adoption of a model village.  However, the Kendra 
did not maintain any record or report with regard to its status in development of the model 
village.  Besides, NYK Silchar passed and reimbursed the vouchers submitted by the affiliated 
clubs without proper checking during 2015-18.

(iii)	 Register of Fixed Assets, Register of Valuables, Dead Stock Register and TA/LTC Advance Reg-
ister, Contingent Register and Advance Register of various programmes were either not main-
tained or were maintained in improper form at NYKs at Ketherdanga Bankura and Durgapur.  
Asset Register was not maintained at NYK Hailakandi.

(iv)	 Register of Advances was not maintained and Stock Register of Sports Items was improperly 
maintained, in NYK at Huchukpara Purulia.

3.	 System of physical verification of fixed assets/stock/stores

(i)	 Physical verification of stock/stores/assets was not conducted by NYKs at Huchukpara Purulia, 
Ketherdanga Bankura NYK and Guriahat Cooch Behar during the period 2013-18.  In NYK Hai-
lakandi, physical verification of fixed assets was not conducted during the period 2014-18.
